Pentagon Library Conference Center (PLCC) (Room B-6/7)

From the metro entrance (Allow at least 35 minutes to check in)

****+**|f you don’t have a Blue Badge, (Green requires escort) you will receive an “escort required”
badge and need to be escorted by a person with a Pentagon Badge. Please let us know you will be
using this entrance so that we will have someone at this entrance to meet you. Make sure you have
two forms of ID available. One has to be government issued.

Check in at the Visitor office on the left, present your Blue IC Badge and let the office know that you are
going to the PLCC; therefore you would like to be issued a picture badge. (Gets you access to the PLCC
without having to get another badge when you arrive at the PLCC. You will have to exit the Pentagon
and walk a few steps to get to the PLCC).

Take the escalator up to the concourse level and walk to the right and proceed down the hallway.

Turn left at the second hallway. Once you have reached the end of this hallway you will enter into a
main vestibule which will split off into many different corridors. Walk to your left and enter into the
Anzus Corridor (8,7,6,5,4). Walk to the end of the Anzus Corridor and take the escalator in front of you
down to the 1st floor. Enter Corridor 8 (Eight) and proceed through the double doors until you see the
security post with guards (next to the DiLorenzo Tri-Care Health Clinic). Swipe and Exit the building, and
the PLCC is right in front of you. Proceed through the double glass doors, take the escalator down,
present your picture badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator
down, and Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

From Route 50 East

Coming down Route 50 past the exit to Theodore Roosevelt Bridge, stay in the far right lane
and merge onto the southbound George Washington Memorial Parkway. Be in the right lane
as you pass the Arlington National Cemetery exit, take the next exit marked Lyndon B.
Johnson Memorial Grove/1395. Take the left fork in the exit road and onto the next sign.
Turn left at the next stop sign. Proceed ahead through this intersection and then
immediately turn right into the pentagon parking lot. Proceed to assigned lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

From South Bound 1395 — The 14" Street Bridge into Virginia

On the bridge stay in right lane. Once on the Virginia side, remain in the right lane and take
Exit 10 — Pentagon/Boundary Channel (There are three exits 11B, 11A, and 10, one
immediately after the other, as soon as you reach the Virginia side of the Potomac.) Follow
the EXIT 10 ramp down to merge onto the street that runs along the Potomac’s Boundary
Channel. Proceed straight ahead past the Pentagon building on your left and the parking lot
on your left. Public parking is only permitted at the far end of the lot so proceed to the end
of the lot and turn left to park. Proceed to assigned lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

Be in the far right lane to take Exit 10 — National Airport and Boundary Channel Drive. On the
exit ramp turn right to take the Boundary Channel Drive exit. Follow Boundary Channel Drive
past the Pentagon on the left and the parking lot on the left. Public parking is only permitted
at the far end of the lot so proceed to the end of the lot and turn left to park. Proceed to
assigned lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

After passing Reagan National Airport, get into the middle lane of the north bound lanes.
Take the second exit ramp on the right, marked 1395 to Richmond. As soon as you get up on
1395, stay in the far right lane. Take Exit 10-Boundary Channel Drive. Follow the exit ramp
down to merge with the street that runs along the Potomac’s Boundary Channel. The
Pentagon building and parking lot will be on your left, visitor parking is at the far end of the
lot. Proceed straight ahead to the end of the lot and turn left to park. Proceed to assigned
lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

Follow the G/W Parkway south and be in the right lane as you pass the exit to the Arlington
National Cemetery. Immediately following the Arlington National Cemetery exit, take the
Next Right Exit marked Lyndon B. Johnson Memorial Grove/1395 to Richmond. Take the next
left to the stop sign. Turn left and proceed to the next stop sign. Drive ahead through this
intersection and immediately turn right into the Pentagon parking lot. Proceed to assigned
lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.

Use the middle lane on the bridge (The left lane is ONLY for Arlington National Cemetery). At
the end of the bridge turn right immediately drive into the left lane to take the first left exit
marked Reagan National Airport/Alexandria. As you come down the ramp immediately move
into the far right lane and follow the signs marked to the Pentagon/Lyndon B. Johnson
Memorial Grove. Take the first Pentagon exit. Follow the road around to the first stop sign.
Proceed ahead through this intersection and immediately turn right into the Pentagon
parking lot. Proceed to assigned lane.

***\Walk across the foot bridge, you will approach the Guard Booth where you will have to
show your Blue Badge to screen through. Proceed to the building immediately to the left
(Pentagon Conference Center) Take the escalator down, present your no escort required
badge and the attendant will let you through the swipe gate. Take the escalator down, and
Room B-6/7 is down on the left.
